D.​ Applicants must complete the application form and provide the following 
supporting material in addition to the Application. 

E.​ Applicants must submit two letters of recommendation stating why they 
should be considered to receive the scholarship: 

○​ One from a teacher/administrator/counselor in their high school 
○​ One from a community member in their school district  

 
F.​ Scholarship Resume outlining the following details

G.​ SELF NARRATIVE - Describing the applicant and reasons they should 

be considered for the scholarship stating why they want to pursue a 
career in education.  This must be at least 500 words in length, with a 
maximum length of one page, in a font no larger than 14 and no 
smaller than 12. It may be single or double spaced as long as it 
adheres to the length requirements.
